It controls and directs the vehicle's navigation and real-time response to its environment. It is
adaptable to many airframes and vehicle types, including ground and water-based robots. It
performs sensor fusion, including GPS and other positioning inputs for autonomous navigation to
mission way points. The open, extensible platform supports many additional sensors.
